lternatives in Curriculum and Training is a day training and activity program with a behavioral emphasis designed to meet the needs of the consumer with a dual diagnosis of developmental disability as well as a mental health disability.  The program has been in operation since 1986 and is unique in this area.

Through its center-based small group interactions and individualized community activities, the ACT Program attempts to assist its consumers in becoming functioning members of society.  Through proper preparation and support, we believe that the need for restrictive interventions can be reduced.

In addition to making behavioral changes, ACT consumers can learn to improve their interpersonal relationships, community access, anger management, and job-related skills.



is the creative arts program within the agency.  It was established in 1995 and provides consumers with a safe, supportive, non-judgmental atmosphere in which they can explore their creative voices.  The freedom to create and the freedom to make individual choices are the cornerstones of this program, which provides consumers with the opportunity to gain recognition and increase self-esteem.  The program curriculum currently includes painting, drawing, sculpture, black and white photography, ceramics, and rhythmic arts.

Consumers exhibit their art in a variety of venues.  Our Amy Scopesi Memorial Gallery provides a unique and wonderful showcase with exhibitions planned throughout the year.  Exhibits in public galleries, cafés, bookstores, etc. provide a valuable outreach to the community at large.

ransitional Service is a community-based independent living skills program serving adults with developmental disabilities.  The program’s focus has been to instruct consumers in natural environments such as banks, grocery stores, and laundromats.  This program has been serving the citizens of Solano County since July of 1976.  Consumers, in cooperation with staff, determine the goals to be reached in order to live as independently as possible in the community.  From household management to self-advocacy, from budgeting to appropriate sexuality, almost all of the human experience is part of our curriculum.

The goal for each consumer is to progress from a sheltered residential setting to his or her own home.  In addition to the training program, consumers are offered support through follow-up and other support components.
